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In Japan, Jehovah’s Witnesses is a part of the buzzword “cult.” After the assassination of
former Prime Minister Shinzo Abe, Japanese media was shocked because the gunner said he
killed Mr Abe because of his relation to the Unification Church (also known as Family
Federation, Moonism). His mother contributed about one million dollars to the Church, and he
sought the chance to revenge against the Unification Church. After the case, Japanese media
focused on high-demanding religious groups, not only the Unification Church but also Happy
Science Ef&DFLF:, Jehovah’s Witnesses, and so on. This rising social attention towards
Jehovah’s Witnesses is not only in Japan. Jehovah’s Witnesses have been accused in various
countries, including the United States and the United Kingdom. A group of people opened their
mouths to say the members of Jehovah’s Witnesses sexually abused them, and the cases were
buried organizationally.' In the United States, some courts verdict Jehovah’s Witnesses to pay
compensation for those who suffered sexual abuse.** More and more people worldwide are

paying attention to Jehovah’s Witnesses, and the mainstream arguments are often about criticism.

Not to leave any sort of abuse victims as a part of the buzzword, I would like to focus on
Jehovah’s Witnesses in Japan for this paper. This paper seeks to theorize why Jehovah’s
Witnesses is one of Japan’s most popular Christian groups despite their aggressive and
fundamentalistic teachings. Their fundamentalistic practice, such as door-to-door preaching

work, makes Jehovah’s Witnesses outstanding from other groups of Christianity. Why have

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Jehovah’s Witnesses gained undeniable numbers of followers in Japan, where a majority of
nationals deny their religiosity,* with characteristic practices? This perspective and deep
understanding of Jehovah’s Witnesses in a given culture are essential to deal with the social
problems it has caused. Simply pointing out structural issues and denying the practices from our
modern, scientific lens is easy. However, it contradicts the idea of diversity or inclusion.
Moreover, it will not solve anything because it is not a fundamental solution but concealment for
a moment. Not to repeat the same and similar cases in the future, this view is necessary at this

time when society is paying attention regardless of the attitude.

Before beginning the argument, I would like to state that this paper is not subject to
denying, disregarding, or disrespecting any beliefs or organizations. This paper is not meant to be
polemical against Jehovah’s Witnesses. For those who believe in Jehovah’s Witnesses as a
representative of God, this paper is written by an apostate and is not suitable for active Jehovah’s

Witnesses.

Japan has nurtured a slightly different concept of religion from the Western world.
However, religious practices - or rituals - are equal to or more important than Western religion.
Thus, rituals could be an indicator of the adaptability of the religion in society. At the same time,
rituals have been transformed, and some are now part of national culture. This point leads us to
ask, what is ritual? According to Catherine Bell, “so-called ritual acts must be seen first in terms

of what they share with all activity, then in terms of how they set themselves off from other

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practices.” For this paper, I would like to elaborate on the definition of ritual above Bell’s
argument. Rituals in this paper are 1) certain activities shared among certain groups of people

and 2) activities that make the difference between Us and Them.®

Before diving into the argument, it is meaningful to grasp what Jehovah’s Witnesses is.
The Britannica dictionary defines Jehovah’s Witnesses as “a millennialist group whose beliefs
are based primarily on the apocalyptic sections of the Bible, notably Daniel and the Book of
Revelation.”” The official website of Jehovah’s Witnesses states that Witnesses® “Believe that the
kingdom of God is the real government in heaven, and ‘It will replace human governments and
accomplish God’s purpose for the earth.” (Daniel 2:44; Matthew 6:9, 10) It will take these
actions soon, for Bible prophecy indicates that we are living in ‘the last days.’—2 Timothy 3:1-5;
Matthew 24:3-14.”° In short, Jehovah’s Witnesses is a millennialist group based on Christianity
but not focusing on this world’s benefits or social reconstruction. Instead, they are waiting for
God’s kingdom on Earth after Almaggedon. Jesus Christ has been present since 1914 and will be

the king of God’s kingdom based on their interpretation.

Then, how many Jehovah’s Witnesses’ followers are in Japan? I will rely on the official
statistics from Jehovah’s Witnesses because it is a single religious corporation in Japan. Single

religious corporations do not list the number of teachers and followers in the Annual Statistics of

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Religion, created by the Agency for Cultural Affairs, Government of Japan. However, official
data is reliable enough to know their presence in Japan since it reflects the decrease in the
number of Witnesses. Official data of Jehovah’s Witnesses claim that there are 214,359
Witnesses in Japan.'” This number is about 160% of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints (Mormonism) in Japan, with 130,550 followers and teachers, and about half of the sum of
Catholics and Orthodox'' with 441,649 followers and teachers.'* It shows the unignorable

population of Jehovah’s Witnesses in Japan as a form of Christianity.

Recent social movements regarding high-demand religious organizations in Japan push
Jehovah’s Witnesses into public space. The assassin of former Prime Minister Shinzo Abe
confessed that he shot Mr. Abe because of the relationship with the Unification Church
(Moonism), and it turns out his mother donated about one million dollars, causing economic
suffering to the assassin and his siblings.'* After this brutal case, Japanese society paid close
attention to the Syukyo Nisei 7<% 1 or religious second-generation problems, and recently,
Jehovah’s Witnesses became one of those religious groups featured by the media due to
accusations from former Witnesses about what they experienced in their childhood, and most of
the cases align with the guideline published by the Ministery of Health, Labor and Welfare of

Japan includes many examples of sexual abuse, psychological abuse, physical abuse, and neglect

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in the context of spiritual activities.'* Even Prime Minister Kishida talked about this problem in
the House of Representatives and said, “In spite of the background such as religious beliefs,

it(child abuse) is unacceptable”” in terms of Jehovah’s Witnesses’ abusive teachings to the

children. Japan Branch of Jehovah’s Witnesses commented on the recent news coverage that

reports Jehovah’s Witnesses’ child abuse and violation of human rights are “false information.”®

We walked through the brief background of Jehovah's Witnesses in Japan. Now, what
sorts of rituals does Jehovah's Witnesses practice? There are several Japanese publications by
ex-Jehovah’s Witnesses focused on the beliefs and rituals based on their experiences. This paper
uses two autobiographical mangas written by Ishii and Tamo-san'”'® to see what rituals
Jehovah’s Witnesses practice and how they contribute to the expansion of Jehovah’s Witnesses in

Japan.

Figure 1 has all the rituals retrieved from two mangas." I use two ritual categories in the
figure based on my earlier definition. One, with a dark-tone green, is Jehovah’s Witnesses’
rituals or activities shared among Witnesses. Another one, with light-tone purple, is rituals that
prohibit other rituals or social norms. In other words, rituals and activities that make the

difference between Us and Them. Four rituals are categorized into rituals shared among

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Witnesses, and 19 rituals are into rituals that differentiate Us and Them. Figure 1 has columns

that are dedicated to official publications to reduce biases as much as possible.

By examining sentences and paragraphs of official publications, I found Jehovah’s
Witnesses’ characteristic way of explaining rituals. Official publications I chose this time almost
always cite scriptures to support their argument. The only explanation that lacks scriptural
citation is the definition of dating in a modern sense. It is reasonable that they cannot cite any
scriptures forbidding the use of electronic devices in terms of communicating with the opposite
sex. In terms of validity, it is a simple but great strategy to show that Jehovah’s Witnesses is

purely based on the Bible.

Now, I would like to focus on four shared rituals among Jehovah’s Witnesses, colored
dark-tone green. “Go to weekly meetings at kingdom hall” is similar to other religions' churches
or temples. The meetings serve as not only a learning place similar to a classroom but also a
social space utilized before and after the lectures and sessions. However, the other three rituals
are not close to what ritual usually implies. A possible explanation for the remaining three rituals
is that those rituals are in between the definitions mentioned earlier. Those three rituals could
create tension between Us and Them, but in an internalized way, not explicitly differentiate Us
and Them based on practices. In fact, none of them prohibit widely accepted social norms or
ideas, but they contradict each other in several ways. For example, in Japan, it is expected to
recognize that animals also have souls as humans do.?” However, Jehovah’s Witnesses' ritual and

official sources suggest that they do not treat animals as humans because they believe animals

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are created for human welfare. By following this ritual, Witnesses might find themselves
different from their former selves and Japanese, resulting in the perception of Us as Jehovah’s

Witnesses and Them as a majority of Japanese.

Moving on to rituals that make Us and Them, there seem to be no similarities between
Jehovah’s Witnesses and Japanese rituals. Still, those rituals contain very few ideas that do not
contradict indigenous moral standards. “Not to wear ‘appealing’ clothes” and “no sexual
interaction before the marriage” could be good examples. Penton mentioned similar points,
suggesting that conservative Buddhism and Confucianism are rooted in some Japanese minds as
“old-time virtues,” so the Jehovah’s Witnesses’ rituals fit their norms to a limited extent.?! These
shared values might be the first step for some Japanese Witnesses to recognize Jehovah’s
Witnesses as a “true religion.” However, it is not persuasive enough to explain the exponential
expansion of Jehovah’s Witnesses in Japan, which happened from the early 1970s to the
mid-1990s*. It was right after the rapid economic growth known as the Japanese economic
miracle, and Japan already had the fourth-largest economy in the world in 1970. The cases of
Germany and Italy suggest that economic prosperity distracted people from religious interests.?
However, in Japan, the situation was completely different. There could be other factors in

Japanese society.

Ian Reader, specializing in religion in modern Japan, gives us a hint to answer this

question. He suggests that the Japanese struggled with cultural identity while being proud of

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national economic achievements after the Japanese economic miracle. After the loss of WW2
and following the Humanity Declaration, a considerable amount of Japanese lost national pride
and religious anchors that were tightly linked together. Then, economic success and prosperity
right after the war gave them national pride but spiritual alternation. Under such a social
environment, several new indigenous religions of the 1980s had a strong focus on notions of
post-death salvation or transformation of society that met the needs of a certain number of
Japanese at that time.?* Even though Jehovah’s Witnesses is a new religion from the outside, his
theory aligns with Jehovah’s Witnesses. Jehovah’s Witnesses promises eternal life after
Armageddon, which assures both post-death salvation and complete social reconstruction. In
addition to that, Jehovah’s Witnesses also provide Western identity as a sort of Christianity>°,
which means Jehovah’s Witnesses is not tied with nationalism or Japan, while some Japanese
new religions are. Some Japanese might distrust indigenous religions because of National Shinto
and its consequences. Jehovah’s Witnesses carries Western identity as an outsider and new
standard as a part of global society, which Japan was coming back. They might also need to

redefine their identity not as defeated but as something new, corresponding to the famous phrase

by the Japanese government, “no longer be termed postwar.”

Reader continues that Japanese new religions generally use comprehensible teachings
that address the concerns of individuals of all ages, such as straightforward navigation of their
lives, why misfortune happens, and why people have to suffer. New religions also cultivate a

sense of community belonging in a modern, urban environment.?’” For those Japanese at that time

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who gathered in the city to get a job and were getting used to an economically enriched life,
Jehovah’s Witnesses might be the perfect match because of its practical teachings and close
communities ready to welcome new members with weekly meetings. Jehovah’s Witnesses'
teachings or rituals are also clear and ready to practice despite the fact that it might not be easy.
Furthermore, as Figure 1 suggests, most official sources of rituals cite multiple scriptures to
indicate that all the publications are based on the Bible so that Witnesses could see Jehovah’s

Witnesses' rituals as orders from God.

The figure of the United States could be another explanation for rapid growth. Just after
WW2, the United States was the enemy that killed and nuked many Japanese citizens. However,
for some reason, the United States became supportive of Japan. Despite the United States’s
original aim being against communism and the Korean War, most of the Japanese at that time
enjoyed incredibly rapid economic growth under aid from the United States. Some Japanese
might shift their internal image of the United States from negative to positive or even aspiration.
One exited Jehovah’s Witnesses interviewed by Yamaguchi said the fact that Jehovah’s
Witnesses has the world headquarters in the United States under “God’s will” in terms of
maximizing the chance to spread “the Truth” around the world.?® The interviewee did not express
the aspiration to the United States in a direct way, but it implies that some Japanese Witnesses
saw the United States as a country selected by God. This theory might partly explain the
stagnation of Jehovah’s Witnesses in Japan from the 1990s to now. Plaza Accord, signed on

1985, marked the beginning of the continuous economic depression of Japan today. At that time,

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some Japanese might change their attitude towards the United States again, and the

Americanness of Jehovah’s Witnesses might be working negatively.

This paper aims to figure out why Jehovah’s Witnesses is widely accepted in Japan in
spite of its fundamentalistic rituals. Despite the number of rituals collected from two manga, the
paper could not fully examine and discuss how those rituals related to the expansion of Jehovah’s
Witnesses. The paper seeks the possibilities of the growth of Jehovah’s Witnesses in Japan in
shared values, need for community, spirituality without nationalism, and aspirations towards the
West and/or the United States. Interestingly, the listed rituals in Figure 1 mostly belong to the
second definition of ritual, the differentiation of Us and Them. That shows the alienness of
Jehovah’s Witnesses in Japan. Simultaneously, I also believe the arguments of this paper imply
the necessity of the rituals that make Us and Them in terms of fulfilling the need of some
Japanese to belong to something other than Japan. More research focused on rituals that make Us
and Them are necessary to break down the factors of the success of Jehovah’s Witnesses. In
addition to that, the effect of socioeconomic backgrounds and status of each individual who
became part of Jehovah’s Witnesses would give meaningful suggestions for future studies that
focus on why Jehovah’s Witnesses attracted not a small amount of Japanese from what sort of
background. Lastly, again, Jehovah’s Witnesses and its followers are one of the religious
communities in Japan and the world, and I believe freedom of thought must be protected and
practiced. Even though it seems problematic to society, it is one of the barriers that we have to
overcome to achieve a truly diverse society in Japan or the world. Suppressing those minority
religions might be the first step of a totalitarian regime. As a Japanese, | hope Japanese society

supports and pushes its society to be more diversified.

Different children require different kinds of
discipline. Some are not “corrected by mere
words.” For them, the occasional
punishment administered for disobedience
may be lifesaving. (Proverbs 17:10; 23:13,
14; 29:19) A child, though, should
understand why he is being punished. “The
rod and reproof are what give wisdom.”
(Proverbs 29:15; Job 6:24) Moreover,
punishment has boundaries. “I shall have to
chastise you to the proper degree,” said
Jehovabh to his people. (Jeremiah 46:28b)
The Bible in no way endorses angry
whippings or severe beatings, which bruise
and even injure a child.—Proverbs 16:32.

If the child is a minor and is living at home,
you will naturally continue to take care of
his physical needs. He also requires moral
training and discipline, and you have the
responsibility to provide these. (Proverbs
1:8-18; 6:20-22; 29:17) You may want to
conduct a Bible study with him, involving
his direct participation. You can draw his
attention to various scriptures and to the
publications provided by “the faithful and
discreet slave.” (Matthew 24:45) You can
also take the child with you to Christian
meetings and have him sit with you. All of
this can be done in hopes that he will take
Scriptural counsel to heart.

The situation is different if the
disfellowshipped one is not a minor and is
living away from home. The apostle Paul
admonished Christians in ancient Corinth:
“Quit mixing in company with anyone
called a brother that is a fornicator or a
greedy person or an idolater or a reviler or a
drunkard or an extortioner, not even eating
with such a man.” (1 Corinthians 5:11)
While caring for necessary family matters
may require some contact with the
disfellowshipped person, a Christian parent
should strive to avoid needless association.
